MEDICAL INTERNSHIP - SALUD BRAZIL

Salud Brazil is a 4-week program developed by Fast Forward Language Institute
in partnership with Federal University of Alagoas and Hospital Universitario.
Combining Portuguese language classes and medical vocabulary with
emphasis on Tropical Diseases and a 2-week hospital internship, this course
provides its participants with essential issues so that they may understand the
reality of Brazilian Medicine. The main goal of Salud Brazil is improving the
students' knowledge of Portuguese language and Brazilian culture while
developing those skills required on Doctor-Patient relationships as well as other
Medical areas. This course is geared towards healthcare professionals and
students of medicine, nurses etc.
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The study material of Salud Brazil was carefully developed from medical reports of current cases studies

occurred at the Hospital Universitario. This material includes subjects such as:

- General medical vocabulary

- Doctor-Patient relationship

- Tropical diseases (Dengue, Febre Amarela, Malaria)
-Human Body (in General, Head and Mouth, Intern Organs)

Classes are held at school by a doctor-infectologist, specialized in Tropical Diseases. As part of the program's
material students receive a personalised coat and a Portuguese-English dictionary of medical vocabulary.

The clinic internship is held at Hospital Universitario and students take part as student-observers. Foreign
students have opportunity to meet and interact with local university students who attend classes at the clinic as
part of their educational grade. Furthermore, while learning, they can make friendship and exchange

knowledge and experiences.

A basic to intermediate Portuguese level is required from students interested in applying for this program.
However students who do not have those levels of Portuguese just need to take a 2-week General Portuguese

course in order to be up to join a group for Salud Brazil.

If you are currently at a level below
low intermediate, you may still apply, but we strongly recommend that you also register for at least an
additional 2 weeks of classes prior to the start of the SALUD program.

Upon arriving to Maceio, you'll be picked
up and taken to your host family. Students should plan to arrive on Sunday, July 04, and depart on Sunday, July
31, 2010. If participants need to arrive a few days earlier or stay a few days later, this is possible at a cost of
$30/day.
